How Does It Work?

Field trips revolve around unstructured play, allowing students to explore exhibits at their own
pace.

To maintain safety and organization:

A ratio of 1 adult per 4 children is required for supervision. Additional adults can attend
for $5 each.

Visits begin with a brief (about ten minutes) orientation on our "red line" rules and
guidelines to ensure a safe, enjoyable experience.

Each group of 1 adult and 4 children can move through the museum at their own pace.
Mid-visit lunch breaks in our celebration room help kids recharge and manage sensory
overload.



FAQs

Field trips are scheduled between 10am and 3pm with a maximum stay of 3.5 hours.

How far in advance should | book my field trip?

o The museum needs at least two weeks' notice for staffing, and scheduling is
done on a first-come, first-served basis. If you have a specific date in mind, the
sooner the better!

How many students can we bring at one time?
o The recommended maximum is 150 to ensure a quality visit.
Do we really need a 1 to 4 ratio?

o To ensure student safety and care of the museum, we do need a 1 adult to 4
children ratio. These can be staff, parent volunteers, grand-parent volunteers,
etc.

Can we change dates after our deposit is paid?

o If another date is available, yes.

Some children were absent the day of the trip, can we get a refund for those
students?

o Yes, we will send a refund check in the mail. Refunds will not be given the day of.

Can you invoice our school?

o Yes, please let us know ahead of time and we will have an invoice ready for you
that day or we can mail it. Please verify the correct address and
person/department to send it to.

Ready to Book?
To secure your date, we require a $25 deposit. This helps us manage bookings effectively
and avoid last-minute cancellations.
